Deborah's also shared her unique life-changing experience
of the miraculous healing of a brain tumor and seizures. “This

Deborah was born in Alaska. Her father 1s Thingit Indian,
one of the tribes that builds totem poles. Part of her youth was
spent in Arizona, where she purchased her first horse at age 12.
Deborah worked on the Alaska Pipeline at age 18 and ended up
staying in Alaska, where for the past

43 years, she operated a small farm, which became known as
The Learning Farm. Deborah offered a unique day camp
program teaching “hands-on animal education.” Deborah
designed a curriculum specific to the animals and activities
offered at The Learning Farm. The farm residents included
horses, sheep, cows, chickens, goats, rabbits, and pigs. Farm
activities included butter and cheese from the farm goat milk
and many wool projects such as dying wool, felting, carding,
and spinning wool. Horse riding and holding baby goats were
two of my favorite farm activities.

“After the sale of the farm, I was free to move back to
Arizona and ¢enjoy my 87-year-old mother. One of my favorite
verses 18 Exodus 23:20 “Behold, I send an Angel before you, to
keep you in the way, and to bring you into the place which |
have prepared.” This 1s a comforting verse as | make this huge
transition and seek to advance in God's leading.”
